There are ever increasing concerns expressed by educators and parents about the amount of discipline problems and how ill-responsible children have become. State licensing officials, child care providers, medical personnel and parents alike are struggling to improve more effective ways to deal with the behaviors of children.  This workshop is designed for child care providers, support staff and parents.  Participants will learn strategies to prevent and/or reduce arguing and the power struggles and create respectful and responsible youth.  Our discussion will include strategies for working with broad range of developmental needs of today’s children. We will discuss the reasons why it is important to hold children accountable for their misbehavior and develop appropriate social skills that will benefit them in the future as an adult.  This research-based course will provide information for helping this population of children to grow up and become respectful, responsible and resourceful adults. 
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Workshop Objectives:
1. The importance of building positive relationships with your students. 

2. Review the concept of “Control Battles” and how it impacts relationships and interactions between adults and students.   

3. Will learn strategies and techniques for putting an end to 

arguing and power struggles with children that are causing teachers to experience “brain drain”.

4. Provide tools for holding kids accountable without losing their love or respect.

5. Present skills and techniques for teaching children character, responsibility, and self-discipline while keeping learning fun.

6. Offer methods for meeting, developing and maintaining healthy, cooperative relationships with really tough kids.

7. Give ideas of how to share control and also provide opportunities for children to practice making decisions by offering “Choices”.

Workshop Description:

Child care providers across the United States today are expressing an ever increasing concern about the lack of support from parents when they attempt to deal with student behavioral and academic problems.  It is becoming common place for parents to blame and criticize teachers when their child performs poorly in the classroom, or is a behavioral problem. Frequently, staff are spending significant segments of time documenting their efforts to either remediate these chronic problems, only to feel like they have been “attacked “ by adults that they thought would be supportive of them.  This workshop is designed for instructors and support staff who deal with difficult parents.  Participants will learn strategies to prevent and/or reduce arguing and the power struggles that can occur with parents. Our discussion will also include some of the possible reasons why this parent present with so much emotion and why to maintain appropriate boundaries with them when this occurs. These time-tested strategies will help you to feel more comfortable and confident the next time you are faced with a difficult parent conference.
